Jesus is God

Jesus said “I and the Father are one” (John 10:30). Notice that he did not claim to be a good moral teacher, as some people believe.

Jesus is the Savior

The Bible clearly says that all of us sin against God. “All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way” (Isaiah 53:6). In the New Testament it says “for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God” (Romans 3:23).

The Bible says “that Christ Jesus died for our sins” (1 Corinthians 15:3).
